Prevalence of nephropathy in diabetes mellitus patients at Nongwuaso hospital 
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Abstract
Diabetes mellitus is a main risk factor of nephropathy. Diabetic nephropathy is the leading cause of chronic kidney disease which is a growing public health challenge for Thailand. This study was aimed to investigate the prevalence of nephropathy in patients who had diagnosed as diabetes mellitus at Nongwuaso hospital, Udon Thani Province, Thailand in 2016. The results showed that 786 patients with diabetes mellitus have estimated glomerular filtration rate (eGFR) during 2.23 to 137.54 (81.21±26.99). This result suggests that diabetes control should be optimized for each individual patient. Screening for microalbuminuria should be performed. Moreover, hypertension, lipid profile and others risk factors should be determined in these patients to verify nephropathy.
